February 25, 2003 GOVERNING BOARD MEETING, DESCRIPTION OF ACTION ITEMS

PROPOSED ACTION ITEMS 
1. First Reading [Asterisk (*) denotes action may be taken on the first reading.]

a. *Resolution #15-02-03 Classified Layoff.  La Cañada Unified School District has determined that there is a lack of
work or lack of funds to maintain the positions of Paraprofessional I, II, Campus Aides, Elementary and High
School Health Office Coordinators, Textbook Coordinator, High School Security, Fine Arts Specialist Music,
Auditorium Technician and Office Assistant II.  The Board is requested to approve Resolution #15-02-03 Classified
Layoff.

b. *CSBA Delegate Assembly Election Ballot, R144-02-03.  Annually, members of California governing boards elect
members to the California School Boards Association (CSBA) Delegate Assembly.  There are currently two
vacancies in sub-region 23-A.  The Board is requested to instruct the president as to how to mark the ballot for the
CSBA Delegate Assembly Election.

c. *Rental Fees for IRC, R145-02-03.  Since the opening of the LCHS IRC, many community groups have requested
the use of space at the IRC.  Currently the IRC is not being rented to the community.  The District would like to set
the rental rate at $50.00 for Community Users and $25.00 for Non-Profit Users.  The Board is requested to approve
the Rental Fees for IRC.

2. Second Reading
a. Educational Goals for 2003-04, R135-02-03.  These revisions were initially suggested by the Curriculum Council on

January 16, 2003.  If approved by the Board, all sites will use this statement of goals as the basis of their site
planning.  This item is presented for first reading.

b. Textbook Adoption: Biology, R133-02-03.  The science department has reviewed four textbooks and has determined
that Biology by Miller & Levine, meets the established criteria.  This item is presented for first reading.

3. Consent Agenda
a. Personnel Report, P15-02-03.  The Board is requested to approve the Personnel items.
b. Update Job Descriptions – Director Secretary and Office Assistant II, R142-02-03.  All job descriptions must be

negotiated with the appropriate bargaining union and approved by the Governing Board.  The Board is requested to
approve the updated job descriptions for Director Secretary and Office Assistant II.

c. Authorization to Teach Physical Education, R150-02-03.  Education Code 44258.7 states an individual who holds a
teaching credential in a subject other than physical education may be authorized by action of the local governing
board to coach one period per day in a competitive sport for which students receive physical education credit.  La
Cañada High School has a full time teacher who holds a teaching credential and has completed the minimum 20
hours of first aid instruction.  The Boar is requested to approve the Authorization to Teach Physical Education.

d. Assistance League Summer School Contract, R146-02-03.  Since the passage of Proposition 13 in 1978, Assistance
League of Flintridge has helped in sponsoring a summer school program for La Cañada students.  The Board is
requested to approve the 2003 Summer School Contract with Assistance League of Flintridge.

e. Contract for Participation in “Inside the Outdoors Science Study ” Program at PCY, R147-02-03.  The Orange
County Department of Education offers a Science Study Program called “Inside the Outdoors.”  Paradise Canyon
Elementary would like to have the Orange County Department of Education present its program, “Traveling
Scientist: Eight Legs or Six” at the site to the 2nd grade students.  The Board is requested to approve the contract for
participation in Inside the Outdoors Science Study Program.
